      The depth of our poverty is revealed when we behold the fullness of God. In His presence, self-reliance dissolves. The illusion of sufficiency gives way beneath the weight of His radiance. He lacks nothing, and the soul that sees Him begins to understand true hunger. The human heart, swollen with pride, must be emptied before it can receive. It breaks in the stillness where His majesty is known.

      God, the Author of galaxies, the Composer of atoms, moves in creation with unseen hands that restore. He forms stars and speaks nothingness into existence. His greatness re-creates. His glory stands revealed on wood stained with blood. There, on that splintered beam, He bore all things and speaks newness into every ending.

      Christ came to the feast as the food. He became the Bread that satisfies. The Living Word, who spoke light into being, wrapped Himself in flesh to feed souls aching for more than breath. In a world swollen with promises that vanish, He gave something enduring—an everlasting creed, Himself—real food, true drink, eternal life.

His life is the nourishment the world forgot it needed. We knew how to eat. He came to be eaten. He offered one recipe for spiritual fullness—He offered Himself.

      Jesus declared, “I am the bread of life.” These words were the doctrine of doctrines. They are fire from the mouth of God, shaped into language our hunger could comprehend and consume. When Jesus said, “I am,” the eternal voice of Yahweh echoed through the dust of Galilee. The crowd stood before Him wanting a meal to stave off hunger for a time. He offered Himself. Their stomachs grumbled for daily satisfaction. Yet He opened God’s eternal satisfaction. The feast they longed for was standing before them.

Every morning, the soul begins with this meal. Every evening rests in His strength. The bread that came down from heaven does not fade. It carries the life of God into the body of man and fills every space where death once ruled. It becomes the breath we breathe and the next expected breath.

      Jesus spoke clearly: “The bread which I give for the life of the world is My flesh.” Here, the mystery deepens. The offering of His divine presence within begins with His pierced humanity. The meal is the Messiah. His life, through sacrifice, is our sustenance. The Word became flesh, and the flesh became bread. He did not retreat from pain—He gave Himself to it. Through the cross, the table was set. Through His wounds, the cup was poured. Now consumed, He takes residence within to nourish and sustain His desired union with our souls.

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      Jesus did nothing apart from the Father doing it through and as Him. This is not a figure of speech—it iis a fact, the very definition of His life. The Son, who radiates the glory of God, emptied Himself of every claim to independence. He lived in total submission. In full union. His power emanated from a deep sense of intimacy and adequacy. Every miracle, every word, every breath was the echo of the Father’s will in action.

      Jesus said it plainly, “The Son can do nothing of Himself, unless it is something He sees the Father doing.” (John 5:19) This was perfection. Jesus lived with eyes fixed on the Father, with hands open to His bidding, and with a heart that did not seek its glory. There is no rivalry in the Trinity. There is trust and rest.

      He did not move until He saw what Father was doing. He spoke what He heard. He acted on His Father’s desires. He received each moment as a gifted chance to show off what Father was doing. He lived in rhythm with the unseen.

      “I can do nothing on My own initiative,” He said. “As I hear, I judge.” (John 5:30) The life of Jesus was a triune mission, the unfolding of heaven’s will through a spiritual obedience in a soul using frail flesh equal to ours. This is where the abilities of Christ found their pulse—in perfect obedience. His justice came from hearing. His mercy flowed from surrender. His strength emerged from quiet trust. God became tangible.

      He invites us into the same life. “I am the vine, you are the branches,” He said. “He who abides in Me and I in him, he bears much fruit. Apart from Me, you can do nothing.” (John 15:5, emphasis mine)

      Here is peace. We are invited to bear fruit; to remain connected, and to offer life to those passing by. As the branch rests in what the vine is doing, it is fruitful. When it remains, life flows and forms fruit. Jesus knew that the Father is both the author and the doer. Now we are the extension of His life, living by His heart of obedience—the pressure to perform lifts when we rest in the vine. The soul finds its purpose in resting from its own works.

They are rooted and grounded in God’s love and express His innumerable ways to love. Every branch, through its full dependence, begins to reflect the will of the vine.

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      Paul encountered another circumcision, and this one could not produce a scar. What was removed was Saul. What remained was Paul. The first was a flesh man. The second was the Spiritual Man. They had nothing in common but the same body. The Spirit had removed his flesh identity. Paul discovered that his ‘Saul-self’ had been replaced with Christ. He now lived with flesh but disowned it to gain Christ. Gaining Christ was costly. Saul lost all of Saul for Christ to become all of Paul. This work left no trace of the former man because the old man was taken and replaced with the New Man. What remained was a soul, for the Father had transformed it into the character and nature of His dear Son, as a son within the Son. Christ, dwelling fully where Saul once claimed his ground, Paul, the temple of the King, as His obedient son.

      This circumcision reached beyond culture, bloodline, or tribe. It undermined the very pillars of his identity. Saul had lived with fire in his veins and credentials on his arms. He had walked as tutor of the Law, demanding ‘tradition’ as God’s given compass. Within a single encounter, this entire framework was disregarded in favor of a new life. His rules gave way to presence. His zeal gave way to a new identity, as Christ indwelt him. The Anointed One alive within: the new Paul expressing God’s will.

      He no longer reached for righteousness. The Righteous One had reached his being. His new life declared that we live the life given to us. The voice that was once condemning by the Law was now proclaiming Life. Doing it right had been replaced by letting the Right One do it. The name Saul gave way to Paul, erasing Saul and revealing the new man, Paul.

      There was no repair needed. The transfiguration was complete. In an instant, Christ was revealed. God removed the life rooted in effort and gave way to a trusting son, one born of grace. There were no pieces to patch or an old wineskin to fill. Christ had entirely replaced Saul. Where striving once stood, rest now stood taller. Where reason once measured truth, faith now walked forward, letting Truth live a redeemed soul. Where the soul once worked, the soul now rests.

      This new creation bore fruit. Paul’s words carried light because the Word had made His home on his lips. Paul’s prayers echoed heaven’s delight because his heart had joined the melody prepared before the foundation of the world. His death revealed glory because his body no longer belonged to death. Every movement testified to the work that had already been done.

      The circumcision without scar is Christ removing Adam from humanity. Their history does not follow them. Their worth does not depend on memory. Their substance is Christ within. They trust because His works are finished. We who trust Him live because of His living. We serve because His heart now beats in us. All who behold this new life see Christ.

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            The Spirit Reveals Christ
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      The Bread came down. The wood beneath the carpenter’s hands revealed life. The old heart of mankind was removed without a scar. All of this leads to this: Christ will be revealed, yet He remains unknown to many. No mind discovers Him. No effort uncovers Him. The Spirit opens the soul, and Christ walks in.

      Jesus said, “When He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth… He will glorify Me, for He will take of Mine and will disclose it to you” (John 16:13–14,). This is the way Father reveals Christ within the soul—by the Spirit’s ability to shine on the Son. Satan left his home, determined to reveal the unseen One. In Christ, we have been redeemed from such activity. His work is not to enhance our soulish efforts, but to awaken us to His. He decorates the truth and discloses it by His Spirit.

      The soul cannot invent Christ. The flesh does not stumble upon Him. Peter spoke clearly and heard from Jesus, the affirmation from heaven, “Flesh and blood did not reveal this to you, but My Father who is in heaven” (Matthew 16:17,). Every true confession rises from the Spirit’s illumination. Divine Light has touched the soul that beholds the Son.

      Paul declares, “Things which eye has not seen and ear has not heard, and which have not entered the heart of man, all that God has prepared for those who love Him. For to us God revealed them through the Spirit” (1 Corinthians 2:9–10,). Christ within is not taught like history or studied like law. He is gifted, Spirit to spirit, Soul to soul. He is the Light that awakens. He is the Life that fills. He is the witness in our hearts.

      The Spirit does not point to some teachings of a distant Christ. He discloses the Christ within. Paul wrote, “Or do you not recognize this about yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you—unless indeed you fail the test?” (2 Corinthians 13:5,). Recognition of Christ within is not achieved through logic—it is received through revelation. The Spirit explains Christ by unveiling Him.

      In the fullness of time, Paul wrote with settled clarity: “It was the Father’s good pleasure… to reveal His Son in me” (Galatians 1:15–16,). He did not say to me—he said in me. Because Christ had already taken residence, the revelation came from within. That revelation revealed that the old man had been removed. A branch was joined to the Vine. The Yeast had entered the soul, and the Spirit bore witness.

      This is the mystery hidden for ages and generations but now manifested to the saints: “Christ in you, the hope of glory” (Colossians 1:27,). Not beside nor ahead, but Christ in you.
